5.4.4 Stealth re. web hosting fees

September 12, 2016
Hey Charlotte. So the $357.50 is the annual hosting fee. This is for the actually physical space on
the server, its general maintenance, upkeep, for performing regular backups and any email

account management that might be involved.

This is our standard fee that we charge now for our hosting. This is outside of any updates that
we might do to the website as per your request. If we ever do updates for a website we either...

1. Charge $110/hr, billed to the quarter hour.
or

2. If it's a larger job, we might give a quote and formal proposal for it.

Your website is built with our CMS (although now a very out-dated version), and should give
you the ability to do some updates yourself. I think sometime ago we also setup a WordPress
system for SSLA as well to manage some sort of membership/rewards system.

Regarding the hosting, you are free to use a 3rd party if you like, but any additional work we

need to do on our end to make sure you website works will be billed hourly. Also we cannot

guarantee your site is being backed up properly and that the server is secure/stable.
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If you are still interested in a website overhaul, or adding to the existing site let me know! I can

put you in touch with the correct person depending on what you're looking for.

5.4.5 Sisters Glass

September 20, 2016

Hi Charlotte,

The glossy paint is not permanent which is why the plates have been painted with a permanent
paint before they were fired. I only use the glossy paint on the suncatchers since they won't be
going through a dishwasher. That is also why I suggested that the dishes be engraved as the
paint that is applied is by hand is of far lesser quality. I also did the hand painting at no extra
cost as I understand that you have budget constraints and weren't willing to spend the extra
money on the engraving. I am sorry if you were disappointed but that is the nature of a
handmade product. Since my glass prices have soared through the roof with the US dollar I
would not be able to make these dishes at $39. The price that I charged you is already $10 per
